Mr. Schoenherr’s Notes:

Solo & Ensemble events are January 30", and February 6". Scheduled times will be
available approximately one week prior to the events, and given to the students and posted
in the band room.

Jazz Weekend at Central Michigan University is February 11 — 13, 2010. A few chaperones are
needed, including drivers. Please let Mr. Schoenherr or Jeff Finnigan know as soon as possible if
you are able to chaperone. Departure is typically after school on Thursday, and return time is late-
morning or early-afternoon on Saturday. The cost of the trip is $75.00 per student, and is due by
Monday, February 1%, The cost includes transportation, lodgings, some meals, and all music events.
Students may bring some extra spending cash.

MSBOA Festival dates are as follows: Friday, March 5" for Concert Band, Saturday March 6™ for
Symphonic Band, and Friday March 12" for Orchestra. Times will be announced approximately a
week prior to each performance. Chaperones are needed for each performance day, and bus
transportation will be available for each event. If you can chaperone, please let Jeff Finnigan know.
Parent support is always welcome and appreciated! Please plan on attending the performances.

The Elementary School Band Cluster Concert will be held on Thursday, January 28" in the HFII PAC.
Because of the number of elementary students involved, there will be 2 concerts that evening. An
Afterglow will be appreciated, and band pictures and other items will be on display for fun and
information. The Bemis band students may also be included in this event, but no confirmation of this
has been received. No admission donations will be collected for this event. All Ford Il band students
and families are encouraged to attend!

2010-2011 Band Trip: A trip to a Bowl Game is being considered for the 2010-2011 trip, December
2010/January 2011. This will be to either Atlanta, Memphis or Nashville, depending on the dates of
bowl games. Each destination is within a bus-ride’s distance, which will help to keep costs lower.
The trip capacity will be based on 2 buses initially, with availability on a student first-come, first-
served basis, plus chaperones, with a waiting list for a third bus. A third bus will only be reserved if
enough students will be attending. An initial deposit will be required in March, 2010, with
payments made through October, 2010. The final cost has yet to be determined, but we are
planning on an amount of $1,000.00 - $1,200.00 per person. The trip will be inclusive for
transportation, lodgings, all meals, tours, game events and other activities. Travel agency bids will be
submitted to UCS. Please do all you can to work at fundraising. The more you fundraise, the less
out-of-pocket you pay for the trip!

The Winter Concerts were great, and Thursday evening’s concert was particularly fun. All groups
performed very well, and everyone enjoyed “Twas the Night Before Christmas”, read by Colin Paul.
It's always enjoyable to mingle at the Afterglow with parents and students.
